Book jacket Design Series

Through viewing the Power Point presentations on Headlines and Sub-Heads you should be able to better visualize the
aesthetic and hierarchy of a book jacket design. Design your books to work as a stand alone design as well have unifying
elements which will tie them into a series. In designing a series for a line of books, elements such as illustration style,
typography, color, and art principles can serve as your unifying elements.

One of the first things you should do is to visit either Barnes and Noble or Borders books to browse the thousands of book
designs and obtain inspiration for your layout and size of your books. Search out books which are purposely in a series to
see how they are designed as a family. Checking up on the competition and proper research is always the best place to
start your design project.

The subject of your book series is up to you, but consider something which is of interest to you and can be used to share
a part of yourself (or your interests and knowledge) with that prospective employer during your job interview stage.

The size is also up to you, but make sure to design for the entire jacket which means front, back, and spine then allow
enough room on the layout for the jacket to fold over the book cover, this is usually 2 extra inches and there again look at
the competition.

In order to stay with the timeliness of this project please observe the following schedule throughout this project...

Jan 30th: Visit the bookstore of your choice and be prepared to discuss your observations in the next class. Spend a minimum of 1-2
hours with this phase and be willing to draw some thumbnail ideas and take good notes.

Jan 31st : Complete the idea phase and finalize layout, type and color choices. Headlines and subheads.

Feb 1st: Final headline and subhead treatments. Digitizing artwork. Final type choices and illustration/photos.

Feb 6th: Checking design to work as a family as well as individual. Preliminary critique

Feb 7th: . Final Print outs digital photo shoot.

Feb 8th: Final critique: Presented as digital composite as well as individual files.

Objectives:

1.Initial ideation, thumbnail, and research phase.

2.Headline and subhead treatment. Proper hierarchy.

3.Book designs work as individual pieces as well as in a family or "series". Balance of imagery and type.
4. Timeliness throughout project.

5.Final digital composition shoot presented with individual files.
