To begin each student will select a “Theme” from the list provided. Next a brief introduction and familiarization of 
digital cameras will take place (if need be) before checking them out.  A minimum of 20 quality pictures from each 
student is your first requirement, however don’t be afraid to take more and edit through them as you go along.  

Once you have your pictures download them or scan them onto your disc.  Phase two of this project will involve using 
a variety of Photoshop tools, filters, and image manipulation techniques.  

Before you dive into the Photoshop challenges and get caught up in the technical things consider creating a sketch 
of your overall collage composition.  This is important in being able to freely think and be creative in your layout.  
Choose elements from your pictures combine them, enlarge them, transform them,plan on colorizing things, and let 
your creativity flow before technology messes with it.

One more thing...the title of your “Theme” must be present somewhere on your final presentation.  This means you could make 
it a part of your design, use it as a title, or even hide it in the composition. Final projects will be 17 x 11 inches in size (hi res.) and 
presented digitally.

The next project will involve a “Theme” in which 
you, the artist, will illustrate through the context 
of your lens. 

By utilizing digital and conventional photography 
each student will roam the streets of Minneapolis 
searching for their images.  Feel free to be as 
abstract or literal as you wish, everyone has their 
own interpretations of the world around them.

Minimum of 20 quality pictures of your theme.

Utilize a creative eye for good imagery (take great photos)

Effective composition, relating to your theme.

Evidence of use of at least 10 varying Photoshop tools and techniques.

Final 17 “ x 11” and includes the theme Title in design.
