
The next project for Typography will involve you going out to visit a gallery 
or art exhibit and then creating a poster series to promote and advertise the 
event. 

There are many place the choose from, the gallery at MCAD, the Walker 
Art Center, The Minneapolis Art Institute, The Weisman and the list goes on 
and on. The main point is for you to explore and get out and about to view 
visual art. 

You will be challenged to promote the exhibit so find one that is interesting 
to you. Be willing to spend a day visiting galleries and then make your 
choice. Bring your camera or sketch pad (or both) make sure to find out if 
photos are allowed before snapping away. You need to capture the feel and 
style of the show in a personal manner. Everyone sees art differently so this 
is a chance for you to express your feelings towards visual art.

So make sure to read the objectives below. You need to do a one page write 
up of your chosen art exhibit. This is basically for you to use as notes for 
your presentation to give a summary of what you saw. Then I want your 
design to be type heavy so once you begin designing plan on researching 
many fonts until you come up with proper ones. 

Your poster will have the requirements of headline/Subhead/Body Copy 
and minimal imagery. Strive for 75% type in your overall design. 

Finally you will create a mailer to accompany your poster (sizes below) 
this will accent your design series inn your portfolio 

Objectives 3 points each:
1. Visit a museum or art gallery and report on what you saw (written one page brief summary)To be read in class.
2. Create 2 pieces for your exhibit. One poster size (11 x 17”) another (5 x 7”) Mailer to accompany poster
3. At least 75% Typography as main focal point of design.
4. Proper usage of Headlines-Subheads-and Body Copy within the design
5. Presentation and participation during final critique.
